Sherwin Williams ECU receives ICUF
FIRE Grant for Tax-Prep Program

Sherwin Williams Employees Credit
Union joined forces with the Center for
Economic Progress (CEP) to help
prepare tax returns for low-income people
living in the Harvey area (south suburban
Chicago) as part of the VITA - Volunteer
Tax Assistance Program.

The ICU Foundation awarded Sherwin
Williams ECU a Financial Independence
& Revitalization Effort (FIRE) Grant to
help cover expenses associated with
becoming a financial service partner at
one of CEP’s existing tax preparation
venues.

The credit union had 10 employees
participating in the VITA program as
onsite new account representatives who
opened 44 new credit union accounts.
The new members deposited more than
$39,000 in tax refunds and credits.

“Their deposits are still coming in and

to date, not one account was rejected, nor
any account closed,” said Ray Santare,
CEO of Sherwin Williams ECU.

Santare personally logged more than
140 volunteer hours as a tax preparer at
the VITA site. He reports he learned quite
a bit about taxes along the way.

“Most importantly, | had the opportu-
nity to recall why | became involved with
the credit union movement in the first
place...to help people that need financial
help!” said Santare.

New Federally-Insured CD Available for CIF Investors
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Investment Fund (CIF) that is fully
guaranteed by the federal
government. NCUA guarantees all
principal and quarterly fixed-rate
dividend payments during the 2-year
term. During the first two weeks
this new product was offered, it
attracted more than $10 million in
deposits.

Credit unions can lock in a fixed
rate with a Federally Guaranteed 2-
Year CIF CD that will pay about 3

times what most credit unions are
earning now on basic share
accounts. At the same time, credit
unions also have the option to add
funds to this investment at the
higher Federally Guaranteed 2-Year
CIF CD fixed rate. All new money
that flows into CIF will help reduce
all credit unions’ costs for the
Corporate Stabilization program.

Investors in CIF donate half of
the dividend to the National Credit
Union Foundation and the lllinois
Credit Union Foundation. The
National CU Foundation dedicates
its portion to national programs
such as Biz Kid$, REAL Solutions,
CU Development Education, and
Innovation Grants. The ICU
Foundation uses its portion for
Small CU Development Grants and
Scholarships.

“We hope credit unions will take
advantage of this opportunity to
support the National and Illinois
Foundations,” said Vicki Ponzo,
ICU Foundation Executive Director.

The CIF is the National Credit
Union Foundation’s primary funding
mechanism for national, state, and
local programs benefiting credit
unions and their members. The CIF
is a partnership of NCUF, the
Corporate Credit Union Network,
state credit union foundations and
leagues.
