Beginning at the intersection of the centerline of North
Avenue and the Cook/DuPage County boundary
fline; and then continuing due east along the centerline
of North Avenue until the line intersects with Pulaski
Road, and then continuing south along the centerline
of Pulaski Road until the line intersects with Soleri Drive,
and then continuing west along the centerline of Soleri
Drive until the line intersects with Olympia Drive, and
then continuing south along the centerline of Olympia
Drive until the line intersects with Fairway Terrace, and
then continuing east along the centerline of Fairway
Terrace until the line intersects with Pulaski Road, and
then continving south along the centerline of Pulaski
Road {which becomes Crawford Avenue and then
Governors Highway} until the line infersects the southern
boundary line of Cook County; and then continuing
in a westerly and then northerly direction along the

Cook/Will County boundary line until the line inter-
sects with the DuPage County boundary line, and
then continuing in an easterly, northeasterly and
then due north direction along the Cook/DuPage
County boundary line to the point of beginning.

Beginning at the northeast corner of Cook County,
and then continuing due west along the centerline
of the Cook/Lake Couniy boundary line unfil the line
intersects with the Kane County boundary line, and
then continuing due south and then due west and
then due south along the centerline of the Cook/Kane
County boundary line until the line intersects with the
DuPage County boundary line, and then continuing
due east and then due south along the centerline of
the Cook/DuPage County boundary line until the line
infersects with Irving Park Road, and then continuving
in a westerly direction along the centerline of Irving
Park Road until the line intersects with Center Street,
and then continuing due south along the centerline
of Center Street until the line intersects with Green

line, and then continuing south along the centerline
of the Cook/DuPage County boundary line until the
line intersects with North Avenue, and then continu-
ing due east along the centerline of North Avenue
until the line intersects with Austin Boulevard, and
then continuing due north along the centerline of
Austin Boulevard until the line infersects with Devon
Avenue, and then continuing due east along the
centerline of Devon Avenue until the line intersects
with Lake Michigan, and then confinuing in a north-
westerly direction along the shoreline of Lake
Michigan to the point of beginning.

Street until the line intersects with Lake Michigan,
and then continuing in a southeasterly direction
along the shoreline of Lake Michigan until the line
intersects with the lllinois/Indiana state boundary
line, and then continuing due south along the
illinois/Indiana state boundary line until the line
intersects with the southern boundary line of Cook
County, and then continuing due west along the
southern boundary of Cook County until the fine
intersects with the centerline of Governors Highway,
and then continuing north along the centerline of
Governors Highway {which becomes Crawford
Avenue and then Pulaski Road), until the line infer-
sects with Fairway Terrace, and then continuing
west along the centerline of Fairway Terrace until
the line intersects with Olympia Drive, and then con-
finuing north along the centerline of Olympia Drive
until the line intersects with Soleri Drive, and then
confinuing east along the centerline of Soleri Drive
until the line intersects with Pulaski Road, and then
continuing north along the centerline of Pulaski
Road to the point of beginning.

As an officer of this chapter for the ensuing year, it
is my duty fo assist in the conduct of its affairs, in
accordance with its bylaws, and at all times to give
my sincere support fo the credit union movement, fo be
accomplished by my faithful conduct in accordance

with the law and the highest credit union operating
principles; by loyalty to the lllinois Credit Union
League; by sincere and earnest cooperation in the
development of service by CUNA Incorporated.




League Bylaws

Below is an excerpt of the League bylaws that per-
tain to Chapter functions only:

Article VII. Directors
Section 1.

The Board of Directors shall consist of {1} director
for each Chapter of the lllinois Credit Union League,
chosen in the manner hereinafter provided. The
President shall be an ex-officio member of the Board
of Directors without vote.

Section 2.

In the elections of directors for terms beginning in
April, 1981 and thereafter, as ferms expire, all
directors shall be elected for three year terms.

In the event a vacancy occurs on the Board of
Directors the vacancy shall be filled by an election held
at a Special Chapter Caucus called for that purpose.

Not later than (10} days after the League is notified
or it becomes aware that it is necessary to hold a
Special Chapter Caucus, the President shall notify
each member credit union with a form on which it
‘may submit to the League the name of one of its
members as a nominee to fill the vacancy of the
Board of Directors. In order to be considered at the
Special Chapter Caucus, the form with the name of
a nominee must be received by the League no later
than (20) days before the scheduled date of the
Special Chapter Caucus.

The time and place of a Special Chapter Caucus
shall be set by the Chapter officers, with notice
given to the League. It shall be held no sooner than
{30) days and no later than {90) days after the date
of the written notice of vacancy sent to the League
and the League must give member credit unions
which are eligible to vote (15) days prior written
notice of the time and place of the Special Chapter
Caucus.

Eligibility and voting requirements at Special
Chapter Caucuses shall be the same as those for
Chapter Caucuses as set forth in this Article Vil

A director elected to fill a vacancy shall serve for
the remainder of the unexpired term.

Section 3.

No Credit Union shall be permitted to place in nomi-
nation for director the name of anyone who, if elect-
ed, would serve a term either in whole or in part
concurrently with that of another director serving a
term as a result of said Credit Union’s nomination.

Section 4.

Member credit unions used herein shall be defined
as a Credit Union in good standing of the lllinois
Credit Union League.

Section 5.

League member Credit Unions in each Chapter shall
establish the necessary rules and procedures to
conduct the business of their Chapter Caucus. Such
rules and procedures may vary from Chapter to
Chapter; provided, however, that such rules and
procedures must be consistent with any requirements
contained in these Bylaws. On November 15 of
each year the President shall send to each member
Credit Union of a Chapter where the League Director’s
term will expire at the next Annual Meeting of the
League a notice indicating that there is a vacancy
to be filled af the next Annual Meeting, and giving
each member Credit Union an opportunity to sub-
mit, on a form provided for the purpose, not later
than December 15, the name of one of its members
as a nominee for the Board of Directors. Not later
than January first of each year, the President shall
send to each member Credit Union of each Chapter
a list of the nominees of said Chapter thus submitted

(omended 4/94).

Section 6.

Chapters must, on or before February 28 of each
year, meet and elect at Chapter Caucus Meetings,
directors to fill vacancies and submit fo the League
office, not later than fifteen (15) days following their
respective Chapter Caucus Meefings, the names of
the respective directors so elected {amended 4/92).

Section 7.

Directors elected at the Chapter Caucus Meetings
shall take office immediately following the Annual
delegates’ meeting of the llinois Credit Union
league.

Section 8.

The Chapter Secretary shall keep a record of the
proceedings of the meeting and shall notify the
President of the lllinois Credit Union League of the
date and place of the Caucus Meeting on or before
December 15 [amended 4/94).

Section 9.

The time and place of each Chapter Caucus shall
be set by the Chapter officers and notification of
such Chapter Caucus shall be sent to all eligible
members on or before January first of each year by
the Hllinois Credit Union League {amended 4/94).
